Last year, the hotel industry lost a minirour of BMA238mil in food
and beverage revenues as it was MCO for the entire fasting month.

Hotels were already badly impacted with the atended interstate
travel restrictions and now travel has beeh suspended even batwean
recovery MO areas.

The blanket ban on dineins left hotels in a predicarment with onkby
days to reorgani se what was planned for the entire month. Hotals
are not only left with excess supplies of perishables but alzo
cornmitted manpower forthe penod.

With the current situation cutting off all revenue streams, the
industry 1% willing to impose stricter S0Ps such as lower capacity
lirmit, served-buffet service or a limit of two per table, limited dining
time, increased screening and even mandatory testing for hotel
guests checking infrom different states.
